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Dear Parents / Guardians,

As the new school year approaches, we would like to bring a few things to your attention to help make the school year run smoothly.

      1. Emergency Contact Card- please fill out the SINGLE WHITE card as soon as possible. The card will be shared with the nurse and main office for continuity.  Please send it in IMMEDIATELY. You never know when that first emergency may occur.  Please fill out completely with home, cell and work numbers of contacts that may be available. This is very important in case of emergencies, injuries, and or illness.  They should also be updated with any changes throughout the year.
      2. Physicals, Doctor notes, Parent notes- Please send parent and doctor notes with illness, injury, special needs, or any restriction for gym or recess to nurses’ office. Absentee notes go to teachers.  Physicals- 1st, 3rd and 5th grade physicals and new entrants are mandatory and need to be sent in with a stamped and signed copy of updated immunizations from the doctors’ office. Please read back of emergency contact card. Physicals must be received within 30 days of the start of school or the school doctor can do when he is available.

      3. Extra clothing- for younger kids who may have accidents at times. You can send in their own clothing in a bag with their name. We do have clothing in the nurses’ office, but some children prefer their own clothing.  Donations of clean clothing all sizes, boy or girl, is greatly appreciated.

      4. Medications- Original doctor order needed and parent signature required for any and all medications (Tylenol, Motrin, bacitracin, Visine, Caladryl). Please DO NOT send child into school with any medications, cough drops etc. New doctor orders are needed for every new school year.  The medication must be labeled and in original container.  Please bring in epi-pens, inhalers, diabetic supplies, etc. as soon as possible.

      5. Special needs, allergies- if your child has any special needs and/or allergies (peanuts, bee stings, etc.) please notify nurses’ office as soon as possible.  


6. Sickness- Child must be fever free for 24 hours without medication or on antibiotic for 24 hours before they can come back to school.
