Test Descriptions:

Letter Word Identification


Letter Word Identification measures the subject’s word identification skills.  The individual does not need to know the meaning of the word.

Passage Comprehension

The initial Passage Comprehension items involve symbolic learning, or the ability to match a rebus with an actual picture of the object.  The remaining items require the subject to read a short passage and identify a missing key word that makes sense in the context of that passage.

Word Attack

Word Attack measures skill in applying phonic and structural analysis skills to the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words. The items become more difficult as the complexity of the non-words increases.

Calculation

Calculation measures the ability to perform mathematical computations.

Applied Problems

Applied Problems requires the person to analyze and solve math problems.  The person must listen to the problem, recognize the procedure, and then perform relatively simple calculations.

 Spelling

Spelling measures the ability to write orally presented words correctly.  The initial items measure pre-writing skills such as drawing lines and tracing letters.

The person must produce written sentences that are evaluated with the quality of expression
